visual reminder of accomplishments achieved so far.

Student journaling is another way to get the creative juices
pumping. Ask students to write a one-page entry about
something they learned in the first part of the year that they
feel was most valuable or interesting. Having students share
these entries out loud with the classroom can serve as a
review of the classroom learning to date.

Help students establish goals for the remaining school
year by asking them to make a New Year’s classroom
resolution. The resolution could be anything from missing
fewer days of school, to listening better in the classroom,
to scoring better on vocabulary tests. As many adults
know, a resolution is only as good as the follow-up, so
create a goal-tracker poster or bulletin board that students
can re-visit throughout the year to see how they have
advanced to achieve their goals.
